Election Bills:
The Good, The Bad and The Ugly

Ohio lawmakers have considered many election-related bills over the last few months.  We are pleased that the legislation requiring a photo ID requirement for voting has been put on hold. Special thanks to all League members who made their voice heard in objection to the photo ID requirement.  

 

We are currently reviewing the changes enacted by the election legislation.  Some of the changes LWV Ohio opposed, such as reduced options for absentee voting and no longer requiring pollworkers to direct voters to the current precintct.  LWV Ohio supports other changes such as those that make it easier for Ohioans who are oversees to vote and is happy to see a return to use of a 4-digit social security number rather than a 9-digit social security number when needed as back-up identification.
